Important Remarks

The conditions of each scholarship are subject to change
based upon the Japanese government’s or Osaka
University’s budget. Therefore, Osaka University will
notify of any changes in the conditions when the
scholarship selection result is announced.

The JASSO scholarship nominees and the OU scholarship
recipients will be determined by the International Affairs
Committee of Osaka University through document
screening.

Application documents concerning academic performance,
study plans, preparation for exchange etc. will be
examined comprehensively for the scholarship selection.
If there is a deficiency in the application documents, the
examination for your application document will not be
performed.

The scholarship screening result will be announced along
with the student exchange screening result. The
announcement will be sent to the student exchange
officer of your home university.

You may apply for scholarship through Osaka University
one time only when applying for the student exchange
program.

If it is found out that scholarship recipients do not fulfill
the regulations of the adopted scholarship or in case of
poor academic performance or serious misbehavior, the
scholarship could be cancelled, and you might be asked
for a refund of any scholarship monies that you have
already received.

Select “Yes” on the scholarship application in the
section called “Scholarship Application” of the
application form, if you fulfill the application
requirements.
