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Instructions to fill application form for admission of foreign students
recommended by Presidents of Partner Universities

Tokyo University of Agriculture

1. Qualification for admission

(1) Applicants should not be Japanese nationality.

(2) Applicants should be 18years old or above on April 1, 2015

(3) Applicants should be enrolled in your university.
Students, whose country’s formal education lasts less than 12 years before
graduation from senior high school, are admitted on the condition that they are
enrolled in your university.

(4) Excellent, healthy and unmarried applicants should be recommended and it
will be the responsibility of the President of sister universities.

(5) Applicants should have Japanese language ability equivalent to the second
grade in Japanese Proficiency Examination by the time of arriving in Japan.
(6) Applicants must have the will and the capacity to finish their studies in 4

years.
(7) In case candidates would like to pursue their studies, they will have to stay in
the graduate school of Tokyo University of Agriculture.

2. Department and number of applicants
One or two applicants to the Faculty of International Agriculture and Food Studies,
Department of International Bio-Business Studies (please check the official letter).
Applicants may be drawn from any department of the partner universities, as long
as they have studied agriculture and/or related fields.

3. The Following documents should be sent by Registered mail from the office of
the President:

(1) Letter of recommendation in English from the President of Respective sister
university

(2) Application form perfected by the applicants for admission to the Department
of International Bio-Business Studies (as per specimen attached)

(3) Official transcript of record in English from the university

(4) Five copies of recent photograph (4cmx3cm) of each applicant.

Paste one photograph on the application form.

(5) Copy of passport to identify the applicant’s name and country. In case they
have not obtained the passport at the time of applying for admission, copy of
passport may be sent later on.

(6) Reason for application to the Faculty of International Agriculture and Food
Studies, Department of International Bio-Business Studies written by the
applicants in English.

(7) Letter of consent written and signed by the applicants.

4. Method of selection

The above documents should reach TUA before October 31, 2014. It will be the
responsibility of the sister university recommending the applicants to send the
documents under seal cover. Tokyo University of Agriculture will select the
applicants on the basis of the documents submitted and the admission certificate
will be issued to the selected applicants. Tokyo University of Agriculture will also
make the necessary arrangements for the Certificate of Eligibility for the
successful applicants to obtain the entry visa to Japan.




5. Financial support

(1) Entrance examination, admission and tuition fees and membership fees for
club and extra curricular activities will be waived off.

(2) The admitted students from partner universities, who wish to stay in the TUA
Student Dormitory, could use the dormitory free of charge on a priority basis.
TUA Student Dormitory is for unmarried students only and two students are
required to share one room.

(3) Scholarship allowance of Yen 45,000 per month will be awarded.

(4) Airfare and other expenses incurred to come to Japan will have to be borne by
the students. In addition, the cost of living in Japan has also to be borne by the
students.

(5) After entering TUA, students whose academic performance were not
satisfactory or students of bad behavior will have their scholarship stopped.

(6) Students who receive the TUA scholarship have to participate in the event of
the university and have to collaborate when the university needs.
