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Course Outline (By Mr. Andrew Warner)

Sessions are based on 30 minutes that witl involve an overview and presentation of the

principles of the topic. There will be opportunity for attendees to interact and provide

comment and seek clarification. This wilt be followed by an exercise session that will test

the attendees’” understanding of the material presented and will reinforce the presentation

material. Attendees will work alone, in pairs or in groups and then there will be a collective

review of the answers. At the end of the session there wilt be a brief SUMMming up.

The following topics are suggested for the workshop, but will be refined in discussion with

some authors and senior editing staff, to ensure that the needs of the majority of

attendees are addressed during the workshop.

1. Introduction (half session) - Overview of course program and brief introduction from

attendees (name tags will be provided for all attendees to facilitate discussion in group

sessions) — name, Faculty/Department, number of English papers published in past 5

years. Short presentation on “Why Enelish and What is Different about Academic English?”

3. Synonyms and comparative words and phrases - table of useful synonyms with

examples (e.g. report, research, investigation, study, identification, results, outcomes,

findings, details, description, examination), (to investigate, to study, to determine, to

develop, to consider, to appraise, to identify, to explore, to examine, to describe, to

conclude). Use of good, more, less, few, comparatives and superlatives in reporting results.

4. Equations - layout, referencing, defining terms, using a common list of symbols and

what they mean.



5. Statistical terms — using “sienificant” and “significance”; defining the level of significance
and how to say it in English; defining all parameters (mean + standard deviation); mean
and average, median, mode, standard error, Chi square, Student’s t test; Duncan’s new
multiple range test. Rounding to significant figures; ratio and the use of “-fold” and
“times” R

6. Tables and figures - defining all terms used; clear use of symbols, legibility of scales,
black and white versus color in publications.

7. Reference section - citing web based material, citing page numbering; in text
referencing.

8. Punctuation (half session) - correct use of the colon, semicolon, comma, hyphen and
en dash and em dash; including: no space BEFORE punctuation; only 1 period at end of
sentence; brackets braces and parentheses.

9. Numbers and S| units - Sl units; exponentiation for large and small numbers; use of
“/” and negative exponents; how to handle multiple units (6 x 6 m)

10. Abbreviations (half session) — Latin terms and what they mean; common
abbreviations and when to use them; when to use a capital letter; when not to use an
abbreviation (if the word is only used once - ANOVA)

11. Any questions? (half session) - allow for discussion on other aspects not covered but
of interest or of value to many of the attendees. Common problems will be covered if
there is spare time after the questions run out.
